Directions to First Omagh Presbyterian Church

The Church is situated on the Dublin Road, between DAC Applicances and Omagh Academy. It is
situated close to the junction of Irishtown Road and opposite Omagh Library.

Free parking is available in the Church grounds.
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From the A5 Northbound (Newtownstewart/Strabane/Lon  donderry):

Take the first exit at the Derry Road Roundabout and continue for about a mile past the new Police
Station. At the traffic lights continue straight ahead past the Showgrounds retail park. At the next set
of lights keep in the right lane to continue straight ahead onto Drumragh Avenue. You will pass the
bus depot and at the next set of traffic lights keep in the central lane to continue straight ahead. The
entrance to the Church is just past DAC appliances.

From the A5 Southbound (Ballygawley/Belfast/Dublin)
After Omagh Meat Factory take the next left. Pass Omagh Golf Club and go straight ahead at the
traffic lights. At the mini-roundabout go straight ahead. The Church is just past Omagh Academy.

From the A32 (Dromore/Irvinestown/Enniskillen):

Pass ASDA and you will pass under the A5 bypass - keep left at the traffic lights at Lidl. At the next
set of lights at the top of the hill turn left again - you should now be on the A5 bypass. Continue
straight ahead at the next set of lights. Take the next exit left before the overpass ahead. At the
roundabout opposite the Manse take first left. The Church is just past the gates of Omagh Academy.
